In the "highest ever" voter 
turnout in Bihar, nearly 65 per 
cent of 3.75 crore electorates 
exercised their franchise on 
Thursday across 121 consti-
tuencies in the first phase of 
the assembly elections, which 
marks the beginning of a 
closely watched high-stakes 
contest that is seen as a litmus 
test of the ruling NDA's popu-
larity. 

In a statement, the Election 
Commission said the first 
phase of the assembly elec-
tions concluded peacefully "in 
a festive mood with the high-
est-ever voter turnout of 64.66 
per cent in the history of 
Bihar". 

The NDA, which has been in 
power in the state for 20 years, 
except for a few brief inter-
ruptions, is banking on its 
image of "sushasan" (good gov-
ernance) in contrast to the al-
leged "jungle raj" of the 
RJD-Congress combine, while 
the opposition bloc relies on 
anti-incumbency and the un-

precedented "jobs-for-every-
home" promise of its CM can-
didate, Tejashwi Yadav, to 
outperform the ruling al-

liance. 
The polls for the 243-

member assembly are being 
closely watched not only for 

their local implications but 
also as an early indicator of 
the political mood ahead of 
2029, and follow the highly 
controversial Special Inten-
sive Revision (SIR) of the elec-
toral roll by the EC, which 
came under attack from op-
position parties for alleged 
"rigging" and "manipulation" 
of voter lists. 

The second and the last 
phase will be held on Novem-
ber 11, and the counting will 
take place on November 14.

Film is fiction: HC 
rejects plea against 
release of ‘Haq’

Indore bench of Madhya 
Pradesh High Court has 
dismissed a writ petition 
filed by Siddiqua Begum 
Khan, daughter of late Shah 
Bano Begum, seeking to re-
strain the release and 
screening of the upcoming 
film “Haq.” 

The film, inspired by the 
landmark 1985 Supreme 
Court judgment in Mohd 
Ahmed Khan vs Shah Bano 
Begum, is scheduled for re-
lease on November 7. Justice 
Pranay Verma ruled that an 
individual's privacy and rep-
utation end with their life and 
cannot be claimed by heirs.  

The petitioner had argued 
that the movie dramatised 
and commercialised her 
mother’s personal and mat-
rimonial life without con-
sent, causing emotional 
distress to the family. She al-
leged that the film’s teaser 
and trailer sensationalised 
Shah Bano’s experiences and 
violated her dignity and the 
family’s reputation.

Acting on her neighbour’s 
complaint, the police rescued 
a 70-year-old woman from a 
locked room of her house in 
Kalpana Nagar in the Piplani 
area on Thursday. The woman 
had allegedly been confined to 
the room by her mentally un-
stable son and daughter for 2-
½ years.  

When police opened the 

room, they were shocked to 
see the woman’s frail con-
dition. She was immediately 
taken to Hamidia Hospital, 
where she is currently under-
going treatment under medi-
cal supervision. 

According to the police, the 
woman’s husband had passed 
away several years ago. Since 
then, she had been living with 
her son, Ajay Saini, and 
daughter, Meenakshi Saini, 
both reportedly suffering from 
mental health issues. The sib-
lings survived on food given by 

neighbours. As the mother’s 
health deteriorated and she 
became bedridden, the two al-

legedly confined her to a room 
instead of seeking help. 

The incident came to light 
after neighbours noticed a foul 
smell from the house and real-
ised the elderly woman hadn’t 
been seen for a long time.Anil 
Sewani, a resident of the area, 
informed thepolice. Acting on 
the complaint, Inspector 
Anand Singh Parihar reached 
the spot with his team, broke 
open the door, and rescued 
the woman.

 A devastating fire broke out at 
Shivam Industries Oil Factory 
in the Pithampur Industrial 
Area-3 on Wednesday even-
ing, claiming the lives of two 
workers and leaving two 
others seriously injured. The 
remains of the deceased were 
recovered as skeletal remains 
on Thursday morning, con-
firming their deaths.

The film, inspired by the 
landmark 1985 Supreme 
Court judgment in Mohd 
Ahmed Khan vs Shah Bano 
Begum, is scheduled for re-
lease on November 7. 

Justice Pranay Verma 
ruled that an individual's pri-
vacy and reputation end with 
their life and cannot be 
claimed by heirs.  

The petitioner had argued 

that the movie dramatised 
and commercialised her 
mother’s personal and matri-
monial life without consent, 
causing emotional distress to 
the family. She alleged that 
the film’s teaser and trailer 
sensationalised Shah Bano’s 
experiences and violated her 
dignity and the family’s rep-
utation. 

The producers and direc-
tor, represented by senior ad-
vocates, contended that “Haq” 
is a fictionalised adaptation of 
journalist Jigna Vora’s book 
“Bano: Bharat Ki Beti,” and 
not a biopic. They maintained 
that the film is inspired by the 
public record of the Shah 
Bano case and includes a 
clear disclaimer stating that 
all characters and events are 

fictional. 
Justice Verma upheld the 

filmmakers’ right to creative 
freedom under Article 19(1)(a) 
of the Constitution, emphas-
izing that since the film 
carries a disclaimer and has 
been certified by the Central 

Board of Film Certification 
(CBFC), it is presumed to 
comply with legal and ethical 
standards. 

The court noted that the 
film is clearly identified as 
dramatized, fictional, and in-
spired by a Supreme Court 
judgment. As it does not pres-

ent itself as a true account, 
claims of sensationalisation or 
false portrayal are unfounded. 
The film’s script and dialogues 
are not required to be drawn 
from judicial records, as it 
does not claim to be a biopic. 

The court further noted: 
"The contention of the peti-
tioner may have been accept-
able if the film had been 
claimed to be true, but it is 
only claimed to be a drama-
tized and fictionalized adap-
tation and an inspiration. In 
the course of the same, it was 
not required to be an exact 
adaptation. The film is not 
stated to be based purely on 
the decision in the case of 
Shah Bano, hence if it con-
tains any personal or matri-
monial details for 

dramatisation and picturisa-
tion, nothing wrong can be 
found in the same. The con-
tention of the petitioner that 
the film is a fabrication and is 
based on fictional narrative, 
hence cannot be accepted". 

The court also criticised 
the petitioner for approach-
ing it just six days before the 
film’s release, despite being 
aware of its production since 
early 2024. “Her conduct is 
not that of a vigilant litigant,” 
the judge noted, citing delay 
and laches as an additional 
ground for dismissal. 

Concluding that no funda-
mental rights had been viol-
ated, the High Court 
dismissed the petition as “de-
void of merit,” clearing the 
way for the release of “Haq.”

HC rejects Shah Bano’s daughter's

A heartbreaking scene un-
folded in the Gandhi Nagar 
area of Indore, where an in-
jured black-faced monkey, sep-
arated from its troop and 
wandering the streets for days, 
died before receiving any help. 
Despite repeated calls from 
residents to rescue authorities, 
no team ever arrived. 

For nearly three days, the in-
jured monkey was seen mov-
ing painfully from one place to 
another, appearing weak and 
frightened. Locals said the ani-
mal had likely suffered an elec-
tric shock, as one of its arms 
appeared paralysed. The mon-
key eventually took shelter in a 
small garage, where residents 
provided it with food and 
water, hoping that help would 
soon come. 

The helpless creature, how-
ever, continued to deteriorate. 
Despite several alerts re-
portedly made to animal res-

cue groups and the forest de-
partment, no officials came to 
its aid. The residents could only 
watch as the monkey’s con-
dition worsened — until it fi-
nally succumbed to its injuries 
on Thursday morning. 

Priyanshu Jain, from People 
For Animals (PFA), expressed 
deep concern and frustration 
over the delay. “We received 
multiple calls and kept inform-
ing the forest department, but 
no rescue team ever arrived,” 
Jain said. “Had immediate ac-
tion been taken, this life could 
have been saved.” 

The monkey’s death has 
sparked anger and grief 
among locals, who have ques-
tioned the apparent apathy of 
authorities toward animal wel-
fare. Many believe the tragedy 
could have been prevented if a 
timely rescue effort had been 
made. While the exact cause of 
death remains unconfirmed, 
locals suspect the injury was 
caused by electrocution from 
overhead power lines — a 
common but often overlooked 
threat to urban wildlife. 

The loss of the animal has 
left the community mourning, 
and once again highlights the 
urgent need for quicker re-
sponse mechanisms and 
greater accountability in hand-
ling animal distress cases.  

The residents of Gandhi 
Nagar hope that this tragedy 
serves as a wake-up call — that 
no innocent life, however 
small, should have to suffer 
alone and unseen.

Monkey dies after

UCO Bank observes Vigilance

Despite strict norms, Indore 
Municipal Corporation (IMC) 
continues to flout rules by in-
stalling manholes far exceed-
ing the permissible limit.  

“Records reveal that within 
the municipal limits, smaller 
and larger roads collectively 
span 2,200 kilometers and an 
astounding 1,57,271 manholes 
have been constructed — 
more than double the pre-
scribed standard,” claimed so-
cial activist Kishore Kodwani.  

According to regulations, 
one manhole should be built 
every 30 meters, meaning that 

for 2,200 km of road, only 
around 74,000 manholes 
should exist. However, the 
IMC’s own records – informa-
tion of which has been re-
ceived by Kodwani through 
RTI application -- acknowl-
edge nearly twice that 
number. 

“Despite this, fresh sewer 
lines continue to be laid, 
along with repeated an-
nouncements, tenders and 
digging, causing persistent 
inconvenience to residents. In 
several lanes, open trenches 
and incomplete manhole 
works are a common sight,” 
Kodwani said.  

Kodwani, in a letter to the 

authorities, highlighted that 
within just a 300-meter 
stretch between Krish-
napura Chhatri and Rajwada, 
there are as many as 127 
manholes -- nearly four 
times the permissible limit. 
Kodwani has also raised con-
cerns about the poor state of 
these roads and has urged of-
ficials to take corrective 
measures by 2024. 

The social activist said that 
the excessive number of man-
holes not only violates engin-
eering norms but also 
weakens the city’s road net-
work, leading to frequent re-
pair works and unnecessary 
public expenditure.

Even as Madhya Pradesh’s for-
est staff underwent specialised 
training for the upcoming na-
tionwide tiger census, a brief 
panic erupted in Indore on 
Thursday after reports of a 
tiger sighting near Umrikheda, 
behind a private college, 

spread across the area. 
Forest officials, including 

DFO Pramod Mishra and 
ranger Sangeeta Thakur, 
rushed to the site to verify the 
sighting after a photo claiming 
to show a tiger went viral. 
However, it was soon dis-
covered that the image was ac-
tually a still taken from an old 
Ratapani waterfall video, con-

firming that it was a false 
alarm. 

On one hand, forest officials 
and field staff were engaged in 
intensive training sessions to 
refine their skills for accurate 
tiger tracking and population 
estimation. On the other, 
teams were scrambling 
through Umrikheda’s outskirts 
to trace a tiger that never 

existed—an ironic twist high-
lighting both the vigilance and 
challenges of wildlife monitor-
ing. 

The two-day training pro-
gramme at Ralamandal Wild-
life Sanctuary aimed to 
prepare participants for the 
nationwide tiger census sched-
uled for January 2026. 

SDO Yohan Katara said the 

training focused on practical 
fieldwork and the use of mod-
ern technology. Participants 
were trained in carnivore sign 
surveys to identify pugmarks, 
scat, scrapes, and kills using 
GPS coordinates. Camera trap 
methodology was another 
major focus—staff learned to 
set up paired motion-sensor 
cameras to capture both sides 

of a tiger for stripe-pattern 
identification. 

The session also covered 
data analysis, DNA sampling 
from scat, and 3D software 
tools to create digital models 
for distinguishing individual 
tigers. Standardised protocols 
were emphasised to ensure ac-
curacy and consistency across 
all regions. 

Madhya Pradesh, often 
called India’s tiger state, re-
corded 785 tigers in 2022, up 
from 526 in 2018, marking a 
rise of 259 in four years. Of 
these, 237 were found outside 
reserves, highlighting the need 
to monitor wildlife corridors 
and non-protected areas. 
India’s overall tiger population 
also rose from 2,967 in 2018 to 

around 3,167 in 2022. 
While the Umrikheda inci-

dent turned out to be a mis-
report, it underscored how 
alert citizens and the forest de-
partment remain to any hint of 
tiger movement—proof that 
conservation awareness is 
growing as Madhya Pradesh 
prepares for its next big wild-
life survey.

City witnessed the sharpest dip 
in temperature of the season 
on Wednesday night, as the 
mercury slipped to 12.1°C, 
marking the coldest night so 
far this season. 

According to the India Me-
teorological Department 
(IMD), this is the first significant 
sign of winter’s arrival in the 
Malwa region after weeks of 
post-monsoon showers. 

The sudden drop in tem-
perature brought a noticeable 
nip in the air, with early morn-
ing commuters feeling the chill. 
Many areas of the city experi-
enced mild fog and increased 
dew formation overnight. 

Meteorologists explained 
that the recent decline in rain-
fall and clear night skies have 
contributed to the rapid cool-
ing of the atmosphere. 

A cyclonic circulation over 
Haryana has temporarily re-
stricted strong cold winds from 
entering Madhya Pradesh. 

Once this system merges 
with an active Western Dis-
turbance over North India, 
cold winds will flow freely into 
the state, intensifying the chill 
over the next few days. The 
snowfall in northern hill re-
gions is also influencing central 
India’s temperature patterns. 

Indore has already experi-
enced one of its wettest Oc-
tobers in a decade, receiving 3.4 
inches of rainfall 121% above 
normal levels. This surplus rain 
led to extended cloud cover 
and atmospheric moisture, de-
laying the temperature drop 
initially. However, with clear 
skies now prevailing, the mer-
cury is falling faster. 

Weather experts predict 
that from the second week of 
November, Indore and nearby 
districts will witness a more in-
tense cold spell, especially dur-
ing early mornings. 

“Once the northern winds 
strengthen, the temperature 
may drop below 10°C in many 
areas by mid-November,” said 
IMD officials. 

While nights are turning 
colder, the daytime tempera-
tures remain moderate, hover-
ing between 27°C and 29°C in 
most parts of Indore. The clear 
skies and gentle breeze have 

made the days comfortable, 
with citizens enjoying outdoor 
activities and morning walks 
again. With the winter season 
settling in, markets in Indore 
are beginning to showcase 
woollen wear, blankets, and 
hot beverage stalls once again.

Last night’s minimum tem-
perature of 12.1°C was the third  
lowest November temperature 
in the last 10 years. The years 
that recorded higher minimum 
temperatures in November 
than this are 2014, 2015, 2018, 
2019, 2021, and 2023. The lowest 
November temperature in the 
past decade was 11°C in 2017 — 
and meteorologists predict that 
this year, even that record may 
be broken.

182 houses demolished for masterplan road

A miraculous incident in the Rajna-
gar area of the city left everyone 
stunned when a 70-year-old man, 
declared dead by doctors, suddenly 
started breathing just moments be-
fore his final journey was to start.  

Makhanlal Ved, 70, had been batt-
ling for life in a city hospital for the 

past week after suffering a brain hae-
morrhage. On Thursday afternoon, 
his condition worsened, and doctors 
declared him dead after his heart-
beat and breathing stopped. Heart-
broken family members brought his 
body home, informed relatives, and 
began preparing for his funeral. 

Relatives gathered, and arrange-
ments for the last rites were under-
way. Just as the family was about to 

place him on the bier, something 
miraculous happened Makhanlal’s 
chest began to move, and his 
breathing returned. Initially, family 
members thought they were im-
agining it, but soon they saw clear 
signs of life. They immediately 
called a doctor, who examined him 
and confirmed that Makhanlal was 
indeed alive. 

Doctors said such cases are rare 

but possible, especially for patients 
on ventilator support. Makhanlal is 
now being kept under observation 
at home. 

Earlier, a message had circulated 
online announcing his funeral pro-
cession at 4:30 PM. Later, a new 
message spread rapidly “By the 
grace of Baba Mahakal, Makhanlal 
Ved is alive. The funeral procession 
has been cancelled.”

Man declared dead comes back to life before funeral preparations begin
Indore: In a road rage inci-
dent, a man was stabbed by 
another person following a 
collision of their bikes in 
Sanwer police station area. Ac-
cording to police, one Vinod 
Chaudhary lodged a com-
plaint stating that he was 
going to Indore on his bike 
with his friend. Midway, near 
Dharmapuri, two men came 
from behind on a motorcycle 

and hit his motorcycle. When 
he confronted them, the pil-
lion rider took out a knife and 
stabbed him twice before 
fleeing the scene. Meanwhile, 
police officials are not con-
vinced about the incident as 
victim's companion told police 
a different story. Now, police 
are checking CCTV footage to 
know the exact circumstances 
surrounding the incident.

Locals al-
lege safety norms were ig-
nored, as the colony is built on 
uneven, clay soil near a 
pond.The site manager fled the 
scene upon seeing cameras. 
Police have registered a case 
against the coloniser and con-
tractor, and an investigation is 
ongoing, said Station House 
Officer Ranjit Singh Bhavel.

The Special Intensive Revi-
sion (SIR) of voter lists has 
left residents and Booth 
Level Officers scrambling, as 
thousands fail to trace 2003 
voter records, a key require-
ment in the current verifi-
cation process. The issue is 
sharper in colonies built 
after 2003 and among voters 
who moved to Bhopal or 
turned 18 after that year. 

Boundary changes follow-
ing delimitation and re-
named assembly segments 
have added to the disorder, 
making old records harder 
to match with present elec-
toral lists. 

In Sanjeev Nagar Colony 
near Central Jail, BLO Aarti 
Shastri is working to verify 
1,300 voters. Many homes re-
main locked, and many resi-
dents, she says, cannot locate 
their 2003 Electors Photo 
Identity Card numbers. 
“People are finding it very 
difficult to trace numbers 
from 2003,” she said. 

The guidelines require 
voters to produce their 2003 
EPIC number. Those who 
were minors they must pro-
vide EPIC details of parents 
or siblings. This has created 
another barrier. Many 
families say they never pre-
served voter cards of par-
ents, especially those who 

died years ago. “Who keeps 
the voter cards of dead par-
ents?” asked one BLO. 

Failure to provide old 
EPIC details could lead to 
names being struck off the 
voter rolls, a possibility that 
has sparked worry in neigh-
bourhoods across the city. 
The pressure is even greater 
on residents who settled in 
Bhopal after 2003, including 

those who migrated from 
other districts or states. 
They are asked to submit 
proof of voter enrollment 
from their earlier address, a 
demand many say is nearly 
impossible to meet after two 
decades. 

Not all field officers report 
the same experience. Lakhe-
rapura BLO Abdul Haleem 
Ansari said he distributed 30 

forms in four homes without 
facing resistance. “My mo-
bile number is on the form. I 
asked them to call me when 
it is filled,” he said. Anand 
Wani, another BLO, ob-
served that most issues are 
being reported by staff 
handling the task for the first 
time. 

Some residents said the 
process was clear but time-
bound. Lalit Shrivastava, a 
resident of E-2 Sector, Arera 
Colony, said the BLO de-
livered the form and sched-
uled a return visit. “I have to 
fill it. The BLO will collect it 
in four days,” he said. 

BLO Anupama, ward no. 
38, Narela,  said that enu-
meration forms for many 
booths were yet to be 
printed.  “So, we are making 
people aware about the SIR 
and its process. We are also 
showing them videos on 
YouTube regarding this.” 

The process 
Under SIR exercise, BLOs 

are visiting homes to hand 
out pre-printed Enumer-
ation Forms in two copies 
for each voter. Residents 
must paste photographs and 
complete both copies. One 
copy is collected by the BLO, 
the second is retained by the 
voter as proof of submission. 
The revision drive started on 
November 4 and will con-
tinue until December 4.

During the meeting, Singh 
said that all school buses 
must have GPS tracking sys-
tems and CCTV cameras. 
Each bus must have a speed 
governor to limit the speed 
to 40 km/hour. He said that 
every bus must carry fire ex-
tinguishers, a first-aid box 
and other emergency tools. 
Each bus must have at least 
one emergency exit gate. 
Only fit and well-maintained 
buses should be used for stu-
dents’ transport. Drivers 
must have a valid heavy ve-

hicle license and its validity 
should be checked regularly. 
Drivers must undergo regu-
lar health and eye check-ups 
and receive proper training. 
Police verification of all 
drivers and conductors must 
be done to ensure they had 
no criminal background and 
did not drive under the in-
fluence of alcohol or drugs. 

 Singh asked everyone to 
follow these rules respon-
sibly and cooperate with the 
authorities. 

 A checklist was prepared 
by the traffic police for 
schools and bus operators, 
listing safety standards. All 
schools received this check-
list and submitted an under-
taking to follow the rules. 

  Singh also warned that 
the traffic police would soon 
start an awareness and in-
spection campaign for 
school bus safety. Strict legal 
action would be taken 
against operators who did 
not follow safety rules or 
failed to meet standards.

The situation regard-
ing admissions and drop-
outs from classes 1 to 12 was 
discussed. 

The meeting also re-
viewed the board exam re-
sults for the year 2024-25. It 
was reported that the results 
in the class 10 board exam 
had improved in all districts 
of the division in 2025 com-
pared to 2024, with an in-
crease in the number of 
students passing. In the class 
12 board exam, there was a 
decrease of 1.97 percent in 
Indore and 8.97 percent in 

Alirajpur, while results in 
other districts had im-
proved.  

Dr. Khade instructed offi-

cials to regularly inspect 
classrooms and continuously 
improve the quality of teach-
ing. He said that special 
classes should be organized 
with the help of expert 
teachers from the private 
sector as needed.

A lesson for 
Trump from NY

EC must inquire 
and not evade

The results of the recent elections in the United States 
are a body blow to President Donald Trump. Though 
these were not nationwide contests, they reveal unmis-
takable trends that spell trouble for the incumbent. His 
once-formidable popularity has already hit rock bottom, 
a recent study found. Rarely in American history has a 
sitting president seen such a steep erosion of public sup-
port in just nine months. When Trump returned to 
power, voters under 30 were marginally in his favour, giv-
ing him a net approval rating of +3. Today, that figure 
stands at a staggering –40. His approval has dropped 
sharply in every state except Idaho. The message from 
the electorate is clear: the grand promises of prosperity 
and economic revival have lost their charm. 

Trump came to office promising that incomes would 
“skyrocket”, inflation would “vanish completely”, jobs 
would “come roaring back”, and the middle class would 
“prosper like never, ever before”. The reality, however, has 
been starkly different. The cost of living has soared, in-
flation has persisted, and job creation has fallen far short 
of his assurances. His aggressive tariff wars have antag-
onised not just trading partners abroad but also Ameri-
can farmers, manufacturers, and consumers who have 
borne the brunt of rising prices. Even his populist pos-
turing on immigration and “America First” rhetoric have 
begun to wear thin, as people realise they have yielded 
more division than development. The results underline 
how deep this disillusionment runs. In Virginia and New 
Jersey, Democrats registered easy victories, with moder-
ate candidates cruising to power. In New York, Trump’s 
indirect campaign tactics—including veiled threats that 
the federal government would not underwrite state de-
velopment costs—backfired spectacularly. His bête noire, 
Zohran Mamdani, won over half the votes, while the Re-
publican nominee was reduced to a humiliating single-
digit share. The rebuke was loud and unmistakable— 
voters are tired of bluster without results. 

The results also highlight the growing influence of 
Americans of Indian and other immigrant origins in 
shaping the nation’s political future. Filmmaker Mira 
Nair’s son, Zohran Mamdani, captured the New York 
mayoralty. Ghazala Hashmi became Virginia’s lieutenant 
governor, and Aftab Pureval secured a second term as 
mayor of Cincinnati. Their victories reaffirm America’s 
identity as a nation of immigrants—one that rewards tal-
ent, hard work, and inclusivity over divisive rhetoric. 
Trump’s argument that his name was not on the ballot is 
unlikely to convince even his own supporters. The writ-
ing on the wall is clear: his hold over the electorate is 
weakening fast. The midterm elections next year will 
provide a more decisive verdict, but even a straw in the 
wind shows which way it is blowing. For now, that wind 
is blowing hard—and cold—against Donald Trump.

Rahul’s Haryana files, SIR-2, 
and EC’s credibility crisis
While concerns persist over round two of the SIR, the EC’s actions and 
statements, far from buttressing public trust, have raised more queries 

The intensive revi-
sion of electoral 
rolls is nothing 
new in India. 

The exercise has been carried out 
eight times in the past. But never 
was there a suspicion or contro-
versy over its intent and procedu-
ral inconsistencies. Neither has the 
Election Commission of India (EC) 
been accused of being so grossly 
biased towards any political party 
as it is being alleged now. We have 
heard about booth capturing in 
the olden days, but never of seri-
ous allegations of meticulously 
planned large-scale voter fraud 
across India, as Leader of Opposi-
tion Rahul Gandhi has claimed. 
The grave charges raised against 
the EC by Rahul relating to “vote 
theft” in the Haryana election on 
Wednesday and in the Mahad-
evapura constituency earlier in 
August, as well as the various alle-
gations of a rigged process 
adopted for conducting the Bihar 
Special Intensive Revision (SIR) of 
voter lists, have raised serious 
questions about the EC’s integrity. 

The credibility of an electoral 
system is dependent solely on it 
being seen as fair by all, including 
the loser. Given the lack of trust in 
the EC’s impartiality and actions, 
and Rahul’s allegations of voter list 
manipulation, it is not surprising 
that the hasty SIR of electoral rolls 
in Bihar, carried out amid several 
procedural inconsistencies and 
allegations of targeted mass dele-

tion of genuine voters, evoked 
more suspicion than confidence in 
the “clean-up” exercise. As the 
electoral system remains mired in 
distrust over the integrity of the 
process, the Bihar SIR kicked up 
such a political storm over its hur-
ried implementation that the Su-
preme Court (SC) was called in to 
intervene in the matter. Though 
the apex court’s intervention ad-
dressed some of the shortcomings 
and corrected lapses of the con-
tentious “purification” exercise, 
the outcome has been far from sat-
isfactory.  

The serious concerns raised by 
the Opposition over the second 
phase of the ongoing SIR in 12 
states and union territories, there-
fore, need to be seen in this con-
text. In Uttar Pradesh, the SIR has 
sparked a political row, with the 
Samajwadi Party alleging caste-
based appointment of officials 
conducting the intensive revision 
of electoral rolls, while the Con-
gress has questioned the timing of 
a major bureaucratic reshuffle in 
the state just after the process 
began. In West Bengal, Chief Min-
ister Mamata Banerjee led a mass-
ive protest march in Kolkata on 
November 4 against the contro-
versial SIR, which she has equated 
with the National Register of 
Citizens. Other states, such as 
Tamil Nadu and Kerala, have also 
opposed and criticised it as a move 
to disenfranchise large sections of 
people.  

The ruling DMK and its allies, 
including the Congress and left 
parties in Tamil Nadu, have ap-
proached the SC challenging the 
SIR of the state’s electoral rolls, as 
the ECI has not accepted the state 
government’s request to schedule 
it in Tamil Nadu after the 2026 as-
sembly election is over. Terming it 
a case of “constitutional overreach” 
and a move that could lead to 
large-scale disenfranchisement of 
voters, the petition, filed by the 
DMK under Article 32, contends 
that the SIR lacks statutory force 
and legal basis under Article 324, 
which operates only in areas unoc-
cupied by legislation, and there-
fore cannot supplant the existing 
statutory framework under the 
Representation of the People Act, 
1951, and the Registration of Elec-
tors Rules, 1960. 

While concerns and fears per-
sist over round two of the SIR, the 
EC’s recent statements and ac-
tions, far from buttressing public 
trust and enhancing transparency 
in the process, have raised more 
queries than silenced its critics. 
Trust in the electoral system is 
foundational to representative 
democracy. However, the EC’s 
neutrality, efficiency, and open-
ness to address grievances of the 
voters and the Opposition satisfac-
torily are constantly tested on sev-
eral counts. Be it the preparation 
of voter lists, scheduling of elec-
tions, enforcement of the model 
code or the counting process, the 

EC stands charged on each of 
these counts and has refused to 
come clean on multiple com-
plaints, including those related to 
EVMs and VVPATs. 

Democratic rights activists are 
of the view that the election pro-
cess is not just a subject of under-
standing and negotiation between 
the EC and the political parties. 
While the latter have a role to play, 
the real issue is to ensure that the 
voters at large are also reassured of 
the integrity of the electoral sys-
tem. The Bihar SIR was carried out 
amid friction, apprehensions, and 
trust deficits, which cast a shadow 
of suspicion and anxiety over the 
process and outcome. In Bihar, the 
SIR saw a deletion of 47 lakh 
voters, but the EC has not pro-
vided reasons for these deletions. 
The EC has also not provided de-
tails of foreign nationals removed 
from the electoral rolls of Bihar 
after the revision, though it is one 
of the justifications for carrying 
out the purification exercise. The 
same grievances and questions 
have been raised while the second 
phase of the clean-up exercise is 
on.  

The Election Commission has 
said that SIR-2 is different in some 
respects; it has a longer notice 
period for hearing and verifying 
details and has new fields featur-
ing on the enumeration forms 
with Aadhaar as one of the sup-
porting documents, though it is 
only a proof of identity and not 

citizenship. No documents are 
required to be submitted during 
house-to-house verification and 
collection of forms. But the major 
flaw in the exercise is that voters 
must prove that they are Indian 
citizens if they were not voters in 
2002-2004 or are not able to fur-
nish details of a relative who was 
an elector then. This makes the SIR 
a citizenship test, though there is 
still no clarity on the question of 
whether the EC can undertake a 
citizenship test. This casts a 
shadow on the intent behind the 
SIR, as marginalised sections of so-
ciety may not be able to comply 
with documentary proof.  

Under the SIR, the burden of 
proof to be on the voters’ list is on 
the voters. This, political activist 
Yogendra Yadav says, is a funda-
mental shift in India’s architecture 
of universal franchise. In his view, 
any shift from state-initiated regis-
tration of voters to self-initiated 
registration leads to a significant 
drop in the electoral rolls, which 
could lead to the exclusion of a sig-
nificant number of eligible voters 
from the electoral rolls. This, ac-
cording to him, happened in Bihar, 
and he fears that it may happen in 
round two of the SIR. Clearly, now 
the ball is in the EC’s court, and it 
has to come clean on various alle-
gations to reclaim its credibility.

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Whether what Leader of Opposition Rahul Gandhi 
detonated on Wednesday was a hydrogen bomb or some 
other kind, he succeeded in convincing many that the 
Haryana Assembly elections were far from free and fair. 
His central claim—that as many as 25 lakh fake voters 
were created through a centralised “Operation Sarkar 
Chori”—cannot be brushed aside merely as political the-
atrics, especially when accompanied by concrete evi-
dence and verifiable examples that demand close 
examination by independent authorities. According to 
Gandhi, despite all the ground reports and exit polls pre-
dicting a comfortable Congress victory, the party lost by 
a wafer-thin margin, with less than 25,000 votes separ-
ating it from the BJP. He has produced data to show that 
124,177 voters had identical photographs, some appearing 
223 times under different names, and that a foreign 
model’s picture was allegedly used on voter identity cards 
in multiple constituencies. The scale of duplication he de-
scribes—more than five lakh duplicate voters—is stag-
gering enough to merit immediate investigation. 

This is not the first time Gandhi has accused the Election 
Commission (EC) of failing to ensure free and fair elections. 
He had earlier ex-
posed what he called 
the “fake voter scam” 
in Bengaluru’s Maha-
devpura constituency, 
where thousands of 
fictitious voters were 
added to the voters’ 
roll. On that occasion 
too, instead of promis-
ing to look into the 
issue, the EC chose to 
deflect the charge by ask-
ing him to file a sworn affidavit. Such bureaucratic re-
sponses do little to enhance public confidence in an 
institution once regarded as the gold standard of electoral 
integrity and impartial supervision. The EC’s reaction this 
time—that Gandhi’s allegations are “unfounded” and that 
no appeals were filed against the electoral rolls—sounds 
unconvincing. The fact that political parties are expected 
to raise objections during the revision of rolls cannot ab-
solve the Commission of its constitutional responsibility to 
guarantee the accuracy and fairness of the electoral pro-
cess. Gandhi has pointed out that the final voter list often 
comes too late for meaningful scrutiny, leaving little room 
for objections or corrections. 

A senior BJP leader in Kerala recently boasted that his 
party could “manipulate” votes and win seats. While that 
may have been an offhand remark, it underscores the 
growing perception that the electoral system is increas-
ingly vulnerable to misuse of technology and political in-
fluence. The EC’s credibility rests not on denial but on 
transparent action and demonstrable fairness in its func-
tioning. At stake is not merely the result of one state elec-
tion, but the very faith of citizens in the democratic 
process. When the Leader of Opposition levels such seri-
ous, data-backed charges, the honourable response is not 
evasion but inquiry. The EC must act—not to please any 
party, but to preserve the sanctity of the vote, which alone 
gives legitimacy to those who govern India.

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From concession to confusion: 
The ITAT’s Maharishi ruling

The Income Tax Appel-
late Tribunal’s recent 
ruling in Maharishi 
Education Corpor-

ation (P.) Ltd. vs ITO (Delhi Bench, SMC) 
may seem, at first glance, like an obscure 
dispute about how a particular section of 
the Income-tax Act applies to a company. 
But in reality, the decision—if allowed to 
stand—has the potential to unsettle the 
entire structure of India’s concessional tax 
regimes, distort the interpretation of 
special rate provisions, and reopen crores 
of completed assessments. 

At the heart of the controversy lies a 
deceptively simple phrase: “subject to the 
provisions of this Chapter.” These six 
words, appearing at the very start of Sec-
tion 115BAA of the Income-tax Act, 1961, 
embody the delicate legislative balance 
that governs the concessional corporate 
tax regime introduced in 2019. The Tribu-
nal’s failure to give meaning to this phrase 
has resulted in an interpretation that is 
legally untenable and fiscally perilous. 

The Background: In September 2019, 
the government introduced Section 
115BAA to provide domestic companies 
an option to pay income tax at a conces-
sional rate of 22 per cent (plus surcharge 
and cess), in exchange for giving up spec-
ified exemptions and deductions. This 
move was part of a larger strategy to make 
India’s corporate tax regime globally com-
petitive, attract investment, and simplify 
compliance. 

Section 115BAA was carefully drafted. 

It begins with the non-obstante clause 
“Notwithstanding anything contained in 
this Act”, signifying that it overrides other 
provisions of the Income-tax Act. But, 
crucially, it also contains the qualifying 
words “subject to the provisions of this 
Chapter”. The section is housed in 
Chapter XII, which deals with “Deter-
mination of tax in certain special cases.” 
This Chapter includes a range of special-
rate provisions—such as Section 115BB 
(tax on lottery winnings), Section 115BBE 
(tax on unexplained income), and Section 
115BBH (tax on income from virtual digi-
tal assets), among others. 

In simple terms, the legislative intent is 
clear: the concessional corporate rate 
under Section 115BAA applies to the com-
pany’s regular income, but incomes that 
are separately taxed under special provi-
sions continue to attract their respective 
rates. The phrase “subject to the provi-
sions of this Chapter” ensures that these 
special-rate sections retain precedence 
over the general concessional rate. 

What the ITAT Held and Why It’s 
Wrong: In Maharishi Education Corpor-
ation (P.) Ltd. vs ITO, the Delhi Bench 
(SMC) of the ITAT held that Section 
115BAA overrides all other provisions of 
the Income-tax Act and that its operation 
is not controlled by any other section, in-
cluding those within Chapter XII. In effect, 
the Tribunal treated the concessional rate 
as a blanket override—making it appli-
cable even to incomes that are subject to 
special tax rates. This reasoning flies in the 

face of both legislative intent and funda-
mental principles of statutory interpre-
tation. 

First, it nullifies the phrase “subject to 
the provisions of this Chapter”. A statute 
must be interpreted in a way that gives ef-
fect to every word the legislature has 
chosen. Courts have repeatedly held that 
no part of a statute should be rendered 
meaningless or redundant. By treating 
Section 115BAA as an all-powerful provi-
sion overriding even those within its own 
Chapter, the Tribunal has effectively 
erased the words “subject to”, an interpre-
tive approach that cannot be sustained in 
law. 

Second, the Tribunal’s reading mis-
applies the interplay between the “not-
withstanding” and “subject to” clauses. 
The former gives an overriding effect vis-
à-vis the rest of the Act, while the latter li-
mits that override in relation to provisions 
within the same Chapter. When both ap-
pear together, courts must reconcile them 
harmoniously—giving priority to the 
“subject to” clause where the two conflict. 
This ensures internal consistency within 
the Chapter. The ITAT, however, has 
treated the “notwithstanding” clause as 
absolute, ignoring the internal limitation 
deliberately built into the provision. 

Third, the judgement disregards the 
broader legislative scheme of Chapter XII. 
This Chapter contains specific charging 
provisions prescribing distinct tax rates 
for certain categories of income. Each of 
these sections represents a self-contained 

code for that particular type of income. 
Reading Section 115BAA as overriding 
these provisions upsets the entire archi-
tecture of the Chapter and leads to an ab-
surd consequence: that a company taxed 
under Section 115BAA could pay 22 per 
cent even on lottery winnings, unex-
plained income, or crypto profits, which 
Parliament has expressly decided to tax at 
much higher rates. 

A Ripple That Could Become a 
Storm: The implications of the Maharishi 
ruling are far-reaching. If taken at face 
value, the decision means that any com-
pany opting for the concessional tax re-
gime under Section 115BAA could claim 
exemption from the special-rate provi-
sions. For instance, Section 115BB taxes 
lottery or race winnings at 30 per cent; 
Section 115BBE taxes unexplained income 
at 60 per cent; and Section 115BBH taxes 
income from virtual digital assets at 30 
per cent. The Tribunal’s interpretation 
would allow all such income to be taxed 
at just 22 per cent, undercutting the very 
purpose of these provisions and causing 
substantial revenue loss. 

Even more alarming is the precedent 
this sets for individual taxpayers. Section 
115BAC—the optional concessional re-
gime for individuals and Hindu Undi-
vided Families—uses language almost 
identical to Section 115BAA. If the ITAT’s 
logic were extended to individuals, an in-
dividual who opts for the concessional 
slab rates under Section 115BAC could 
similarly claim that special rates on lot-

teries, crypto gains, or unexplained in-
come do not apply to them. This could 
unleash a wave of interpretive chaos and 
litigation across all categories of taxpayers. 

The risk is not merely theoretical. Once 
a judicial pronouncement of this nature is 
reported, assessing officers and taxpayers 
are likely to take divergent positions in on-
going and future assessments. The possi-
bility of rectifications, appeals, or even 
reassessment proceedings cannot be 
ruled out. What began as a narrow inter-
pretive issue could soon snowball into an 
administrative crisis. 

The Need for Immediate Clarifica-
tion: The Central Board of Direct Taxes 
(CBDT) cannot afford to let this ambiguity 
fester. The Board has the authority to issue 
clarificatory circulars to ensure uniform 
application of the law.  

An immediate circular clarifying that 
Section 115BAA is subject to other provi-
sions of Chapter XII and that special-rate 
sections continue to apply even to com-
panies opting under the concessional re-
gime is essential to prevent widespread 
confusion. 

Tax certainty is as important as tax 
rates in shaping investor confidence. 
Allowing such interpretive drift could 
undermine confidence of citizens. 

It is time for CBDT to act fast.

By treating Sec 115BAA as all-powerful provision overriding even those 
within its own Chapter, the Tribunal has erased the words “subject to”

Far from the election 
campaigns and high-
decibel claims of 

political parties, the first 
phase of Bihar polls on 
Thursday captured both the 
grit of voters and the gaps 
that successive govern-
ments have failed to plug. In 
Darbhanga's Kusheshwar 
Asthan constituency, voters 
braved flooded roads and 
difficult terrains to cast 
their votes, many with their 
children in tow. Behind the 
frustration lies a deeper 
pain: the story of migration, 
running like a fault line 
through the region. 

Entire villages depend on 
sons working in Delhi, Pun-
jab or beyond. "There are a 
lot of problems. Our sons go 
to Delhi and Punjab to 
work, and there is no one 
who cares. If the govern-
ment provided some em-
ployment here, they would 
stay here in the village," said 
a voter. 

While some voters 
battled floods, others cel-
ebrated the end of a long 
wait. In Munger's Bhim-
bandh, part of the Naxal-hit 
Tarapur seat, residents 
queued up with visible re-
lief and excitement as a pol-
ling booth had finally 
returned to their village 
after 20 years. 

As political parties spar 
over development claims 
and accuse each other of 
neglect, the images from 
the ground in Phase 1 of 
polls — drenched slippers, 
makeshift brick pathways, 
security personnel posted 
deep inside forests — offer 
a reminder that the stakes 
for ordinary citizens remain 
far more fundamental: 
roads, safety, work, and the 
basic dignity that comes 
with being heard.

Priyanka claimed that those 
who were "betraying" this 
country would not be for-
gotten by the people and ac-
cused Election Commissioners 
Gyanesh Kumar, Vivek Joshi 
and S S Sandhu  of "mocking 
the Constitution and democ-
racy of India". 

"If you think you will lead a 
comfortable life after retire-
ment, that is not going to 
happen," she said. 

She claimed that the NDA gov-
ernment would be ousted, and 
replaced by a government that 
would work for the poor, women 
and the youth if the Bihar assem-
bly polls were conducted in a free 
and fair manner.

K. C. Venugopal, General 
Secretary, AICC, (Organisa-
tion), in a statement, said that 
so far over 5 crore signatures 
have been collected nation-
wide - a powerful testimony to 
the anger, apprehension, and 
deep concern among citizens 
about the “naked murder of 
democracy through manipu-
lative practices such as dupli-
cate voting, fake voter entries, 
and fraudulent addresses in 
the electoral rolls”. 

Highlighting the party’s 

“Vote Chor Gaddi Chod” cam-
paign, Venugopal said through 
the signature campaign the 
public has made five clear and 

democratic demands from the 
Election Commission of India: 
Prosecute officials and agents 
involved in systematic voter 

suppression; publish a ma-
chine-readable voter list with 
photographs for public scru-
tiny; release all deletion and 
addition lists with photo-
graphs before every election; 
establish a grievance redressal 
mechanism for wrongful dele-
tions and announce a clear 
cut-off date for voter list 
changes, avoiding last-minute 
manipulations. 

The Congress General Sec-
retary said the party has been 
consistently raising concerns 
about electoral roll manipu-
lation and large-scale electoral 
fraud undermining the sanc-
tity of the democratic process. 

Leader of Opposition in Lok 
Sabha Rahul Gandhi has re-
peatedly exposed the danger-
ous “vote chori” orchestrated 
by the BJP in collusion with 
the Election Commission of 
India, a direct assault on the 
people’s mandate, he said.

It is his 
right," Ajit Pawar told re-
porters in the evening. "I am 
not even remotely connected 
to this (land deal)," he said. 

"Three-four months ago, I 
heard that some such things 
were going on.

"A section of the media has 

reported that I came out of my 
residence and accepted the 
enumeration forms personally. 
This information is completely 
false, misleading, and a delib-
erate attempt at spreading mis-
information," she stated. 

Banerjee who has been 
vehemently opposing the 

manner in which the SIR exer-
cise is being implemented by 
the ECI in West Bengal, de-
clared in her post that she has 
not and will not fill up any 
form until all citizens in the 
state have completed filling up 
theirs.

Typhoon Kalmaegi has 
carved a deadly trail across 
Southeast Asia, killing at least 
114 people in the Philippines 
before slamming into central 
Vietnam on Thursday with 
fierce winds and torrential 
rain. 

Philippine President Ferdi-
nand Marcos Jr. declared a 
state of national calamity 
after Kalmaegi—the country’s 
deadliest disaster this year—
devastated central provinces. 
Most of the victims drowned 
in flash floods that inundated 
Cebu, where 71 deaths were 
confirmed, 65 people were 
reported missing, and 69 in-
jured, according to the Office 
of Civil Defense. Another 62 
were missing in neighbour-
ing Negros Occidental. Nearly 
two million people were af-
fected, with 560,000 dis-
placed—450,000 of them in 
evacuation centres. 

The typhoon dumped one-
and-a-half months’ worth of 
rain in a single day, setting off 
torrents that engulfed homes 
and swept away vehicles. “We 
did everything we could for 
the typhoon, but flash floods 
were unexpected,” Cebu Gov-
ernor Pamela Baricuatro told 
the Associated Press, blaming 

unchecked quarrying and 
poor flood control for wor-
sening the disaster. 

The floods came just weeks 
after a 6.9-magnitude earth-
quake struck Cebu, killing 79 

and leaving thousands home-
less. Among those killed in 
the typhoon were six air force 

personnel whose helicopter 
crashed while delivering aid 
in Agusan del Sur province. 
Marcos said the emergency 
declaration will fast-track re-
lief funds and curb food 
hoarding and overpricing. 

As Kalmaegi exited the 
Philippines on Wednesday, it 
intensified over the South 
China Sea, packing winds of 
183 kmph and gusts up to 220 
kmph before making landfall 
north of Gia Lai province in 
central Vietnam.  

The storm tore roofs off 
homes, uprooted trees, and 
knocked out power across 
several provinces already re-
eling from record floods. 
Forecasters warned of up to 
600 mm of additional rain, 
raising fears of landslides and 
flash floods. 

In coastal cities such as Da-
nang, three-metre-high 
waves battered the shore, 
while Ho Chi Minh City 
braced for severe flooding 
with high tides expected on 
the Saigon River. 

Across the devastated Phil-
ippines, grief deepened in 
Cebu’s Liloan town, where 
Krizza Espra identified the 
bodies of her husband and 
three children, killed when 
their roof collapsed. “I hope 
someone can help speed up 
the search,” she said.

A Pakistani minister and 
close aide to Prime Min-

"The discussions focused 
on the prevailing political 
situation and key national 
issues. Both sides empha-
sised the importance of na-
tional unity, political 
stability, and the continuity 
of democratic processes in 
the country," it said. 

Move seen as 
response to 
Trump’s testing 
announcement

Russian President Vladimir 
Putin on Wednesday in-
structed top officials to 
draw up proposals for a 
possible nuclear weapons 
test — Russia’s first since 
the Soviet Union’s collapse 
in 1991. 

The directive followed 
U.S. President Donald 
Trump’s announcement 
last week that Washington 
would resume nuclear test-
ing, a move analysts warn 
could dangerously escalate 
tensions between the 
world’s two largest nuclear 
powers. 

“I am instructing the For-
eign Ministry, Defence Min-
istry, special services and 
civilian agencies to gather 
information, analyse it at 
the Security Council, and 
make proposals on prepar-
ing for nuclear weapons 
tests,” Putin said during a 
televised Security Council 
meeting. 

Parliamentary speaker 
Vyacheslav Volodin had un-
expectedly raised the issue, 

asking how Moscow 
planned to respond to 
Trump’s plans. Defence 
Minister Andrei Belousov 
replied that it was “advis-
able to prepare for full-
scale nuclear tests” at short 
notice, pointing to the No-
vaya Zemlya Arctic testing 
site. 

General Valery Gerasi-
mov, head of Russia’s Gen-
eral Staff, warned that 
delays could erode Russia’s 
ability to respond effec-
tively, since test prepara-
tions can take months or 
years. 

Kremlin spokesman 
Dmitry Peskov said Putin 
had set no deadline for the 
proposals, adding that Rus-
sia would act once it  
fully understood U.S. inten-
tions. 

Meanwhile, Russia has 
intensified nuclear 
weapons development, re-
cently testing its Burevest-
nik nuclear-powered cruise 
missile, conducting nuclear 
launch drills, and experi-
menting with the Poseidon 
nuclear-powered super-
torpedo. Trump has yet to 
clarify whether his order 
refers to explosive nuclear 
tests or flight testing of nu-
clear-capable missiles. Ana-
lysts say either move risks 
reigniting an arms race un-
seen since the Cold War. 

Putin orders 
proposals for 
possible N-test

NYT says Trump 
team explored 
three plans, 
including airstrikes 
and capture plot

The administration of former US 
President Donald Trump con-
sidered multiple plans to remove 
Venezuelan President Nicolás 
Maduro from power — including 
a potential Navy SEALs oper-
ation — according to a New York 
Times report citing unnamed of-
ficials. 

The revelation follows a major 
US military buildup in the Carib-
bean after Trump accused Ma-
duro of heading “narcoterrorist 

networks” smuggling drugs into 
the United States. Washington 
had already authorized CIA op-
erations in Venezuela and de-
ployed naval forces with orders 
to use overwhelming force 
against suspected drug-running 
vessels. 

The NYT reported that three 
options were under review: 
precision airstrikes against 
Venezuelan military installa-
tions; a special operations 
mission to capture or kill Ma-
duro; and a campaign to seize 
airports, oilfields, and key infra-
structure to cripple his regime’s 
control. 

The second proposal alleg-
edly involved US Special Oper-
ations units — including Delta 
Force and SEAL Team 6 — in a 
covert raid to eliminate Maduro. 
To bypass restrictions on target-

ing foreign leaders, the White 
House considered defining him 
as the head of a “narcoterrorist 
organization,” mirroring legal 
justifications used against drug 
cartels and traffickers. 

The first plan focused on air-
strikes against facilities said to 
support drug smuggling, aiming 
to weaken the military’s loyalty 
to Maduro. The third envisaged 
counterterrorism troops seizing 
strategic sites to ensure regime 
collapse. 

The US has offered a $50 mil-
lion reward for information 
leading to Maduro’s arrest or 
conviction. Reports last week 
said Washington had already 
identified potential targets 
linked to drug trafficking and 
positioned around 10,000 sol-
diers and eight warships in the 
region. 

US reportedly weighs Navy SEAL 
mission to remove Maduro

Maryam’s 
husband backs 
extremist killer, 
sparks outrage

As Punjab Chief Minister Ma-
ryam Nawaz ratified the ban 
on Tehreek-i-Labbaik Pakis-
tan (TLP), her husband Capt 
(retd) Safdar Awan drew 
fierce criticism after praising 
the Islamist killer of Punjab 
Governor Salman Taseer and 
delivering a hate speech 
against the minority Ahmadis. 

Speaking at a rally in Chi-
niot, Safdar said he wished “a 
Mumtaz Qadri is born in 
every house” and accused 
Ahmadis of plotting to create 
a separate state. Qadri, 
executed in 2016, assassinated 
Taseer in 2011 for opposing 
Pakistan’s blasphemy laws. 

Social media users called 
Safdar’s remarks “dangerous 
and bigoted,” urging Maryam 
to act against him.  

“You can’t claim to fight  
extremism while your  
husband prays for more 
Mumtaz Qadris,” one user 
wrote on X.

Pirates attack 
tanker off 
Somali coast 
after firing 
grenades

Armed attackers wielding 
machine guns and rocket-pro-
pelled grenades boarded a 
Malta-flagged tanker off the 
coast of Somalia on Thursday, 
in what officials believe to be 
the latest strike by resurgent 
Somali pirates. 

The British military’s United 
Kingdom Maritime Trade Oper-
ations (UKMTO) issued an alert, 
warning ships in the region. Pri-
vate security firm Ambrey said 
the vessel, travelling from Sikka, 
India, to Durban, South Africa, 
came under heavy fire before 
being boarded. 

Ambrey added that the as-
sault appeared to be carried out 
by Somali pirates, who re-
portedly seized an Iranian fish-
ing boat earlier to use as a 
“mother ship” for attacks. Iran 
has not confirmed the boat’s 
capture. 

Piracy off Somalia’s coast once 
peaked in 2011 with 237 attacks, 
costing the global economy 
about $7 billion and $160 million 
in ransom payments, according 
to Oceans Beyond Piracy. In-
creased international naval pa-
trols and stronger Somali 
government had largely ended 
such assaults over past decade.

Finance Minister Nirmala 
Sitharaman on Thursday said 
the country needs big and 
world-class banks, and dis-
cussions are on with the 
Reserve Bank of India and 
lenders. According to 
Sitharaman, ‘Atmanirbhar 
Bharat’ envisions an India that 
designs, produces, and inno-
vates for itself and for the 
world—an economy rooted in 
self-confidence, powered by 
enterprise, and guided by 
compassion. 

“More precisely, it’s a com-
bination of economic strength, 
technological capability, social 
empowerment and environ-
mental responsibility, all 
aligned with the larger goal of 
Viksit Bharat by 2047,” news 
agencies quoted Sitharaman. 

Addressing the 12th SBI 
Banking and Economics 
Conclave 2025 here, the 

finance minister asked lenders 
to ‘deepen and widen credit 
flow’ to the industry, exuding 
confidence that GST rate cut-
driven demand would unleash 
a virtuous investment cycle. 

“Access to finance is abso-
lutely critical and a system-
driven, transparent lending 
process is essential. And, our 
nation needs a lot of big and 
world-class banks. The gov-
ernment is looking at this and 
work has already commenced. 
We are discussing with the 

RBI, and with banks,” she said. 
Before the government 

takes a call on this, she said, “a 
lot of the work has to be done”, 
including taking inputs from 
the RBI as to how they want to 
build larger banks. “It is not by 
creating from those which 
exist today...just by amalgama-
tion that can also be one of the 
routes, but you need an eco-
system and an environment in 
which more banks can oper-
ate and operate to grow. So, 
that environment is actually 

well established in India, but I 
needed to be more dynamic. 
So, some work is happening 
on it,” a PTI report quoted the 
finance minister. 

 
SBI will feature in top 10 
global banks by 2030 

Addressing the conclave, 
SBI Chairman CS Setty said 
that SBI will feature in the top 
10 global banks by 2030. SBI 
also touched $100 billion mar-
ket capitalization. On banking 
sector reforms, he said the 
government should look at 

raising the foreign direct 
investment limit in PSU banks 
to 49% from the current 20%. 
The hike in FDI limit will help 
bring more parity between 
public and private sector 
banks. Private banks can have 
up to 74% of their equity capi-
tal from foreign investors. 
With a 51% stake, the govern-
ment can continue to retain 
the public sector entity ident-
ity of PSU banks. Foreign capi-
tal will also help in building 
larger and globally competi-
tive lenders.

Services sector growth 
eases to 5-month low

India’s services sector growth 
eased to a five month low in 
October, as competitive press-
ures and heavy rains in parts of 
the country led to a slower 
increase in output, the HSBC 
India HSBC India Services 
PMI, compiled by S&P Global, 
revealed on Thursday. 

“The services PMI softened 
to 58.9 in October, which rep-
resented the slowest pace of 
expansion since May. 
Competitive pressures and 
heavy rains were cited as con-
tributors to the sequential 
slowdown. That said, the ser-
vices PMI is still running well 
above the neutral level of 50.0 
and its long-run average. Input 
costs notably increased at the 
slowest rate in 14 months, 
which provided some relief for 
firms. “India’s composite PMI 
fell on a sequential basis from 
61.0 in September to 60.4 in 

October, largely due to the 
slowdown in the services sec-
tor,” said Pranjul Bhandari, 
chief India economist at HSBC.   

The data revealed softer, 
although still substantial, 
expansions in services output 
and new business. While fac-
tors like demand buoyancy 
and GST relief reportedly led 
to an improvement in operat-
ing conditions, competition 
and heavy rains constrained 
growth. Still, companies were 
strongly confident of a rise in 
business activity over the 
course of the coming 12 
months, the survey said. 

Meanwhile, monitored 
firms suggested that the GST 
reform curbed price pressures. 

FRESH SUMMONS 
TO ANIL AMBANI
PTI

The Enforcement Directorate 
(ED) has issued fresh summons 
to Reliance Group chairman 
Anil Ambani, asking him to 
appear for questioning on 
November 14 in connection 
with an alleged bank fraud-
linked money laundering case, 
sources said. 

The 66-year-old business-
man was earlier questioned by 
the federal probe agency in 
August for around ten hours. 
Once he appears before the 
agency next week, his state-
ment will again be recorded 
under the Prevention of 
Money Laundering Act 
(PMLA), the sources added. 

The ED probe is linked to a 
Central Bureau of Investigation 
(CBI) case registered on August 
21 against Reliance 
Communication Ltd (RCom) 
and others for an alleged Rs 
2,929 crore loan fraud with the 
State Bank of India (SBI). The 
CBI had also carried out 
searches in connection with 
the case, including at Ambani’s 
residence in Mumbai. 

The CBI’s FIR named RCom, 
its director Anil D Ambani, 
unknown public servants, and 
other unidentified persons, 
based on a complaint filed by 
SBI. According to the bank’s 
complaint, RCom had an out-
standing of over Rs 40,000 
crore to various lenders, with 
SBI alone facing a loss of Rs 
2,929.05 crore as of 2018. 

Following the CBI’s action in 
August, a spokesperson for 
Ambani said the complaint 

was related to matters dating 
back more than a decade, 
when Ambani served as a non-
executive director with no 
involvement in the company’s 
daily management. The spo-
kesperson also pointed out that 
SBI had already withdrawn 
proceedings against five other 
non-executive directors but 
had “selectively singled out” 
Ambani. 

In July, the ED conducted 
searches on current and 
former executives of Ambani’s 
group companies and later 
questioned him in the first 
week of August. The agency’s 
investigation initially focused 
on alleged financial irregular-
ities and loan diversions 
amounting to over Rs 17,000 
crore across multiple Reliance 
Group companies, including 
Reliance Infrastructure. 

The probe also covered 
alleged illegal diversion of 
about Rs 3,000 crore in loans 
given by Yes Bank to Ambani’s 
group firms between 2017 and 
2019. Recently, the ED attached 
assets worth Rs 7,500 crore 
belonging to Ambani’s group 
companies as part of its investi-
gation. The attached proper-
ties included Ambani’s house 
in Mumbai’s Pali Hill area and 
the Reliance Centre land in 
Delhi.

Goyal is here on a 
four-day official visit to review 
progress of the FTA negoti-
ations between the two coun-
tries with his New Zealand 
counterpart Todd McClay. 

"I believe this is a historic 
visit also because we are going 
to finalise the FTA very soon," 
Goyal said. He added that both 
sides are respecting each 
other's sensitivities. 

"Our teams have done a 
wonderful job. The few 
nuances that need to be 
addressed are before us. A lot 
of things, in the spirit of 
accommodation, have been 
closed.

‘SEBI WILL NOT INTERVENE 
ON VALUATION CONCERNS’

SEBI Chairman Tuhin Kanta 
Pandey on Thursday said the 
market regulator does not 
determine what the valuation 
is. It lies in the eyes of the 
beholder, the investor. 

“It’s SEBI’s job to ensure 
transparency, full disclosures, 
and protection of investors, 
and not to fix prices,” Pandey 
told reporters.   

His remarks also come 
amid criticism over the Rs 
7,200-crore IPO of Lenskart, 
which many say has been 
overpriced. He said SEBI can-
not and will not interfere in 
such cases, and that valuations 
must be left to the free choice 
of the market based on per-
ceived opportunities. There 
were similar debates in the 
past too during the IPO of 
new-age companies like 
Nykaa and Paytm, which had 
sharp corrections post-listing.  

Speaking at an event organ-
ised by Excellence Enablers, 
the SEBI chief Pandey urged 
companies to move beyond 
optics when it comes to 
environment, social and gov-
ernance (ESG) commitments. 

“ESG must be authentic and 
not a mere branding exercise,” 
he said, adding that it should 
be linked to measurable out-
comes, independently ver-
ified, supported by authentic 
board oversight, besides other 
accountability mechanisms. 
ESG, he added, should be 
viewed as a strategic advan-
tage rather than a compliance 
burden. Pandey further called 
on company boards to institu-

tionalise ethics, viewing cul-
ture as a key business asset. 
Boards, he said, must track 
indicators such as employee 
sentiment and whistleblower 
activity with the same serious-
ness as financial metrics. He 
suggested that firms establish 
board-level ethics committees 
to serve as early warning sys-
tems and help foster account-
ability. 

The SEBI chief also under-
lined the increasing require-
ment for directors and senior 
management to enhance their 
understanding in emerging 
domains such as cybersecur-
ity, behavioural science, and 
data ethics. 

Two centralised 
cadres for  
revenue and 
expenditure 
audits: CAG

The Comptroller and Auditor 
General (CAG) on Thursday 
announced the creation of two 
centralised cadres to build 
deeper professional expertise 
and further improve the 
quality of audit of central gov-
ernment finances. 

The CAG has accorded in-
principle approval for the cre-
ation of specialised cadres -- 
Central Revenue Audit (CRA) 
Cadre and Central 
Expenditure Audit (CEA) 
Cadre -- within the Indian 
Audit and Accounts 
Department, DAI (HR, IR, 
CDN) K Subramanian said at a 
media briefing here. 

The scheme will be oper-
ationalised from January 1, 
2026. At present, the audit of 
central receipts and expendi-
ture is undertaken by 9 
Director General (Audit) 
/Principal Director (Audit) 
offices and exclusive offices 
with cadre control dispersed 
across multiple state civil audit 
offices and independent CCAs. 

Subramanian said the cen-
tralisation will unify cadre 
management, consolidating 
multiple fragmented cadres 
into two specialised streams.

Regulator expands IPO anchor book size to 40%

Markets regulator Sebi has 
amended rules revamping the 
share-allocation framework 
for anchor investors in maiden 
public offerings, a move aimed 
at broadening the participa-
tion of domestic institutional 
investors such as mutual funds, 
insurance companies, and 
pension funds.  

Under this, the regulator has 
increased total reservation in 
the anchor portion to 40 per 
cent from 33 per cent earlier. 

This comprises 33 per cent for 
mutual funds and the remain-
ing 7 per cent for insurers and 
pension funds.  

If the 7 per cent reserved for 
insurers and pension funds 
remains unsubscribed, it will 
be reallocated to mutual funds, 
the Securities and Exchange 
Board of India (Sebi) said in a 
notification dated October 31.  

Additionally, the regulator 
has increased the number of 

anchor investors allowed for 
IPOs with an anchor portion 
above Rs 250 crore, by raising 
the existing limit from 10 to 15 
per Rs 250 crore.  

"Thus, a minimum of 5 and a 
maximum of 15 investors shall 
be allowed for allocations up to 
Rs 250 crore. For every addi-
tional Rs 250 crore or part 
thereof, an additional 15 inves-
tors are to be permitted, sub-
ject to a minimum allotment of 

Rs 5 crore per investor," Sebi 
said.  

Also, in the discretionary 
allotment under anchor por-
tion, Category I (up to Rs 10 
crore) and Category II (above 
Rs 10 crore up to Rs 250 crore) 
have been merged into a single 
category for allocations up to 
Rs 250 crore, with a minimum 
number of anchor allottees as 5 
and maximum as 15 (minimum 
allotment 5 crore per investor). 

FII selling continues; markets turn volatile

Markets closed on a subdued 
note on Thursday amid broad-
based profit booking, con-
tinued FII outflows, and cau-
tious invest-sentiment. The 30-
share BSE Sensex lost 148.14 
points to settle at 83,311.01. The 
50-share NSE Nifty declined 
by 87.95 points to 25,509.70. 

“Volatility dominated the 
domestic market, with broad-
based profit booking seen 
amid continued FII outflows, 
despite a supportive Asian 
market. Early optimism from 
the inclusion of four Indian 

companies in the MSCI Global 
Standard Index and strong US 
macro data was offset by weak 
domestic services PMI data. 
Most sectors traded lower, 
though IT stocks remained 
resilient, supported by in-line 
earnings and improvement in 
US macro data. Amid overall 

caution, selective buying 
emerged in fundamentally 
strong companies due to 
better-than-expected Q2 earn-
ings,” said Vinod Nair, head of 
research at Geojit Investments. 

Power Grid, Eternal, Bharat 
Electronics, Bajaj Finance, 
ICICI Bank and NTPC were 
among the top losers. Asian 
Paints, Reliance Industries, 
M&M and UltraTech Cement 
were among the top gainers. 

According to Dr VK 
Vijayakumar, a veteran invest-
ment strategist, Wednesday’s 
holiday saved markets from 
getting impacted by the mild 
turbulence in global markets. 

Today the scenario is different 
with stability returning to 
markets. In the coming days 
the focus of the market will be 
the developments in the US 
Supreme Court which is hear-
ing the petition against Trump 
tariffs. Observations by some 
US judges that ‘President 
Trump had overstepped his 
authority’ is a significant 
development. If the final 
judgement goes in line with 
the observations, there will be 
major volatility in markets, 
with emerging markets, par-
ticularly India which has been 
targeted for a steep 50% tariff, 
rallying smartly. 

India plans to retain cap on voting 
rights for banks’ large shareholders?

India plans to retain a cap 
on voting rights for large 
shareholders in domestic 
banks, signalling that New 
Delhi’s attempts to liberalize 
the financial sector and 
draw more foreign invest-
ment will remain limited in 
scope, Reuters reported on 
Thursday quoting two 
sources. 

The Reserve Bank has 

initiated a number of steps 
to unwind complex regula-
tions in recent months and 
has permitted foreign 
lenders to pick up large 
stakes in domestic banks. 
The government is also plan-
ning to more than double 
the foreign-investment cap 
in state-owned lenders to 
49%, Reuters reported last 
week. However, rules for 
voting rights will not be 
eased yet, the sources said. 

As per current rules, a 

single shareholder cannot 
hold more than 26% voting 
rights in a private bank, 
even if their ownership is 
higher than that. For gov-
ernment-owned banks, that 
cap is 10%. India's federal 

finance ministry and RBI 
discussed increasing the cap 
on voting rights to give large 
shareholders more say in 
strategic decisions but 
decided against it to avoid 
excessive control, said the 
first source. 

The Indian government 
wants certain safeguards 
like a cap on voting rights of 
26% for a single shareholder 
to remain in place to avoid 
sole decision-making, said 
the first source.

Govt to soon come out 
with SAF policy: Naidu

The government will very 
soon come out with a policy 
on Sustainable Aviation Fuel 
(SAF), which can help reduce 
crude oil imports, increase 
farmers' income and create 
more green jobs, Civil Aviation 
Minister K Rammohan Naidu 
said on Thursday. 

Addressing a summit in the 
national capital, the minister 
stressed that adoption of SAF 
(Sustainable Aviation Fuel) 
demands more innovation, 

investment and a collective 
international collaboration. 

India aims to have 1 per cent 
blending of SAF in jet fuel by 
2027, 2 per cent blending by 
2028 and 5 per cent blending 
by 2030. SAF can be used as a 
drop-in fuel in Aviation 
Turbine Fuel (ATF), which 
powers aircraft. 

The minister said that pri-
vate players should also be 
part of SAF production 
besides the oil companies. 

Globally, the requirement 
for SAF is estimated at 183 mil-
lion tonnes by 2040.

Gilts rise on speculation

Government bond prices 
ended higher on speculation 
that the Reserve Bank of India 
had bought gilts in the sec-
ondary market this week in 
order to add durable liquidity 
to the banking system and cap 
bond yields. The 6.48%, 2035, 
up for auction on Friday, was a 
laggard ahead of fresh supply, 
with the 15-year benchmark 
6.68%, 2040 gilt outperform-
ing 10-year bonds for the sec-
ond day in a row. 

The most-traded 6.33%, 
2035 gilt ended at INR 98.71, 

or 6.52% yield, as against 98.62 
or 6.53% yield on Tuesday. The 
bond ended off highs, after 
hitting INR 98.82 intraday. 
Money markets were shut on 
Wednesday for Guru Nanak 
Jayanti. The on-the-run 10-
year 6.48%, 2035 gilt closed at 
INR 100.12, or 6.46% yield, as 
against INR 100.10, or 6.47% 
yield, in the previous session. 
The government will sell INR 
320 billion of the bond at auc-
tion 1030-1130 IST on Friday. 

 The RBI had rejected all 
bids for the 6.28% 2032 gilt at 
last week's auction, likely sig-
nalling its displeasure with a 
rise in yields.  

‘India needs world-class banks’‘Govt cannot 
restrain retail 
investors from 
trading in F&O’  
Finance Minister Nirmala 
Sitharaman on Thursday 
said the government can-
not restrain retailers from 
trading in Futures and 
Options (F&O) but will 
definitely create aware-
ness regarding the risks 
involved in putting money 
in such instruments. The 
statement comes days 
after Sebi chairman Tuhin 
Kanta Pandey ruled out 
shuttering the weekly 
derivatives contracts in 
Nifty and Sensex. 
Responding to a question 
on the government's 
stance on the F&O seg-
ment, Sitharaman said 
that the government "is 
not not here to shut the 
door on F&O trading but it 
can make aware people 
about the risks involved in 
the derivatives. 
 
Regulations 
fraught with 
compliance 
burdens: Kant 
India's former G-20 
Sherpa Amitabh Kant on 
Thursday flagged regula-
tory compliance burdens 
impacting Indian enter-
prises, and rued that the 
"socialist mindset" con-
tinues in the country. 
"India's regulatory 
environment places a very 
high compliance burden. 
The British Raj was in 
many ways replaced by 
the licence Raj, and our 
socialist mindset still con-
tinues," Kant said, speak-
ing at an Excellence 
Enablers event. 
 

ICAI submits 
inputs on 
insolvency law 
to Parl panel  
Chartered accountants' 
apex body ICAI on 
Thursday made its sub-
missions to a 
Parliamentary panel on the 
proposed amendments to 
the insolvency law. The 
Select Committee, headed 
by BJP member Baijayant 
Panda, is examining the 
Insolvency and Bankruptcy 
Code (Amendment) Bill, 
2025, which was intro-
duced in the Lok Sabha on 
August 12. A source said 
the Institute of Chartered 
Accountants of India (ICAI) 
made its submissions to 
the select committee on 
the amendments that are 
aimed at further improving 
the processes under the 
Insolvency and Bankruptcy 
Code (IBC). 
 

MFs catching 
up with FIIs in 
shareholdings 
of companies 
Domestic Mutual Funds 
(MFs) are rapidly closing 
the gap with Foreign 
Institutional Investors (FIIs) 
in their shareholding of 
companies listed on the 
National Stock Exchange 
(NSE), according to data 
released by primeinfo-
base.com, an initiative of 
PRIME Database Group. 
The report shows that as 
of September 30, 2025, the 
gap between FII and MF 
shareholding had nar-
rowed to just 5.78 percen-
tage points, a decline of 71 
basis points over the pre-
vious quarter.  
 
11 mn tonnes of 
solar waste by 
2047: Study 
India is projected to gen-
erate about 11 million 
tonnes of solar waste by 
2047, largely from crystal-
line-silicon modules, 
according to two studies 
published on Thursday.    
Managing this waste 
would require nearly 300 
recycling plants across the 
country and an investment 
of around Rs 4,200 crore, 
said the studies by Delhi-
based think tank Council 
on Energy, Environment 
and Water (CEEW).

India’s bowlers orchestrated a 
spectacular chokehold on 
Australia, defending a mod-
est total of 168 with a clinical 
48-run victory in the fourth 
T20I at Carrara on Thursday. 
The win handed India an un-
assailable 2-1 lead in the five-
match series, with one game 
to play. 

After a middling batting 
performance, the Indian at-
tack rose to the occasion, 
bundling out the hosts for 119 
in 18.2 overs. The collapse was 
triggered by Axar Patel (2/23) 
and Shivam Dube (2/30), who 
broke the backbone of the 
Australian chase after a solid 
start. Washington Sundar 
(3/20) then mopped up the 
tail, ensuring a comprehen-
sive victory. 

The Australian innings 

crumbled from a comfort-
able 91/3 to a disastrous 119 all 
out, losing 7 wickets for just 
28 runs in a dramatic middle-
order collapse. Axar’s crucial 
powerplay breakthrough to 
trap Matthew Short (30) was 
followed by Dube’s double-
strike in successive overs to 
remove skipper Mitchell 
Marsh (25) and the dangerous 
Tim David (14). 

"The game seemed done 
and dusted when Glenn Max-
well saw his exposed stumps 
disturbed," summed up the 
moment that effectively 
sealed Australia's fate. 

While the batting lacked 
fluency, contributions from 
Shubman Gill (46) and a late 
cameo from Axar Patel (21 off 
11)* provided just enough for 
the bowlers to defend. Na-
than Ellis (3/21) was the pick 
of the Australian bowlers, but 
his efforts were over-

shadowed by 
India’s collective 
bowling brilliance. 

The final T20 will 
be played in Brisbane 
on November 8, with 
India having al-
ready pocketed 
the series in a 
display of 
b o w l i n g 
mastery that 
left the Aus-
tralian bat-
ting line-up 
with no 
answers.

Modi, Kranti’s meteoric 
rise has inspired countless 
girls across rural India. 

Her grit silenced critics 
who once questioned her 
playing with boys. “They 
didn’t allow girls to play, 
but I told myself — one 
day, they’ll clap for me. 

Now, they do,” she says 
with pride. 

Mentored by Rajiv Bil-
thre of the Chhatarpur 
Cricket Association, 
Kranti’s journey took flight 
when her raw pace caught 
his eye. Within months, 
she was representing Mad-
hya Pradesh, and in less 
than a year, she earned her 

India debut in May 2024. 
Her bowling mantra? 

“Keep it simple — just 
bowl at the stumps,” she 
says, echoing her coach 
Amol Muzumdar’s words. 

As the echoes of victory 
resound, one thing is clear 
— Kranti Goud’s name is 
now synonymous with 
“Speed, Spirit, and Shakti.”

The world's largest cricket sta-
dium in Ahmedabad is set to 
host another global spectacle, 
having been chosen as the 
venue for the 2026 T20 World 
Cup final. The BCCI has short-
listed five major Indian cities—
Ahmedabad, Chennai, Delhi, 
Kolkata, and Mumbai—to co-
host the February-March tour-
nament alongside Sri Lanka. 

This marks a swift return of 
a World Cup final to Indian 
soil, with Ahmedabad having 
hosted the epic India vs. Aus-
tralia 2023 ODI World Cup 
final just two years prior. The 
2026 edition will see India 
enter as the defending cham-
pion, having clinched the title 
in Barbados in 2024. 

In a unique arrangement, 
Sri Lanka will serve as the des-
ignated neutral venue for all of 
Pakistan's matches, including 
the final, should they qualify. 
The full schedule for the highly 
anticipated 9th edition of the 
T20 World Cup is expected to 
be announced next week.
